Draft Conceptual Plan for Use of Economic Development Funds

The Chamber feels very strongly that funds from a meals tax increase need to be designated for what
we are calling “Economic Development Activities”. This can mean many things to many people. We
are committed to flexibility and openness when it comes to defining the ultimate use of these funds, but
for the purposes of discussion we present a mode! that we feel would benefit the City and the business
community. '
Again, we are open to suggestions and changes.

- Funds could be designated as a percentage of the new revenue. For example for 15% would amount
to $120,000 a year for economic development activities. This money could be further designated in a
manner similar to Community Preservation Act funds. For example; 20% for Marketing, 10% for
Infrastructure, 20% for Special Events and 50% for Economic Development personnel. These are
simply examples of potential uses and amounts. The actual breakdown could be determined by a
Committee of Overseers appointed by the-Mayor. This could be a new entity or better yet it could be
worked into the existing Economic Development Commrssmn For now | will refer toit as the
“Committee”.

What is important is that this entity includes members of the business community and the Mayor has
appointment power. This Committee would determine how and where to allocate the funds, prioritize
-economic development initiatives and provide direction and oversrght to an economic development
staff person should there be one.

. Usingthe breakdown of funds example from above here is a possible scenario.

o Marketing ($24,000) — This could pay for production of a Newton Dining Guide as well
advertising to promote community events

o Infrastructure ($12,000) — This could fund the purchase of “Welcome To ... “ signs, decorative
banners, planters, benches, etc. for the Villages. Obvrously not all at once but over time as
determined by the Committee.

» Special events ($24,000) — This money could be distributed as mini-grants given to local

" cultural organizations for their community events, concerts, art shows, etc. They would need

to apply for funding and demonstrate how their program benefits the community.

» Economic Development staff ($60w(')00) To hire a point person to conduct all “Economic
Development Activities”. This position-could be City staff, Chamber staff or somethmg else
entirely. They would report to the Committee.

Among the duties of this position could be the following:

To manage all aspects of the first three categories above, Marketing, Infrastructure and Special
Events.

To be a liaison between the Committee, the Mayor, the Planning Department and the Chamber.
To be the point person for businesses looking to expand or locate in Newton.

To pro-actively identify targeted commercial growth areas in the community.

To work with developers to maximize the economic value of commercial property.

To work with appropriate state agencies in order to ensure that Newton and its businesses are
taking advantage of available state incentives and programs; i.e. Chapter 43D Streamlined
Permitting, Tax Increment Financing programs, Workforce Tralnlng Funds, Green Initiatives and
Bio Ready communities to name a few. ,

There are many examples of community’s doing similar things today. In towns like Plymouth, Bourne
and others throughout the state, a portion of the room’s tax is used to provide funding for a “Visitor
Services Board” which does much of what | describe above in terms of allocating funds.

There are non-tourist related examples as well. The City of Brockton uses hotel tax funds for similar
programs but also provides funding to a private non-profit organization that is charged with conductlng
the economic development activities of the City. That is how they were able to build a
stadium/conference center and land a minor league baseball team. Likewise several communities in

- the Neponset Valley (Norwood, Dedham, Canton and Westwood) have steered funding to their local
Chamber of Commerce for the same purpose. The Chamber does economtc development for the
towns while the towns only pay a fraction of the cost.

Plymouth also does this. The Economic Development Director works, in Town Hall, but is employed by
a non-profit foundation. By essentially outsourcing their economic development function they can
leverage additional private funds and in-kind donations to multiply their impact.

The Chamber is happy to work with City officials to put together the best program possnble based on
existing models and best practices in other communities.
