In the request of the Recreation Department for in-
creased salaries to the 1nstructional staff, two
groups are submitted. The first group is composed

of 9 persons who have been in the department from

4 to 15 years. No one of them recelves more than
$4.50 per day and their total pay from the city

ranges from $237. to $976.50 in 1940. The increases
recommended for these 9 employees would cost the

city $908.50. if each person worked the same number
of days in 1941 as they did in 1940. 1In arriving at
this amount of increase, length of service, education,
experience, and value to the department has been taken
into consideration.

For the second group who are employed only during the
summer morths 1t 1s proposed to establish a gtarting
rate of $2. per day and to increase at the rate of
25¢ a day for each two years of service and not to
exceed $3. per day, except in the case of life-guards
who would start at $2.50 per day and be increased at
the rate of 50¢ ﬂ day each year with a limit of $U4.
per day. The totial increase for this group in 1941
would be $550.00. For both groups the total increased
cost would be $1,458.50. '
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Based on an increase of 25¢ per day for each two years

years with a maximum of $3. tor 38 person the average

number to receive this increase would be 19 or $4.75

per day for not more than ?O days, or a total of $237.§O

per year. In actual practice i1t would be less than this l

amount because of a turnover of about 25% thus decreasing

the $237.?O total to $178.10. This amount belng de-
creased afTter. certain persons receive the maximum amount

of $g. If 50% of this group remain for 9 years to

reach the maximum of $3, a falr estimate of the ultimate
additional cost to the City would be $950 more in 1949
than in 1940, add to this 10 life-guards who would be
increased at the rate of 50¢ per day until a $4. maxi-
mum wgs reached there would be an addition of %2.00
per day for 50 days or $250.00. Here again a % turn-
over would decrease the amount to $187.50. If 0% of

the life-guards reached the Eaximum of 4., the increased
oot in 1849 over that of 1940 would be' §650.

The total increased cost for summer supervision in 1949
as compared with 1940.would be $1600.

It was voted to recommend that the Commissioner's salary be
raised to $4,000.00.

There followed a consideration of the budget as submitted by
Mr. Wilson,

It was suggested that the Department ask to have the building
at the Hawthorn Playground reconditioned.

It was voted that the secretary write Mr. Underhill éxpressing
thanks for the woolen goods received by the department.
