3-mower hitch insterd of a 5-mower hnitch for the Toro
machilne,

Provnogsed Tot Lot at Christineg end Goddard Streets.
The Recresstlon Commisslon hec been zdvised to gesk
vermission through the Board of Aldermen to use this
l2nd for Recreatlion purnoses.

It was suggested thet this land be held on a temporary
basis.

The cost of development vould be between $2000 and
$2500. This will include grading, stone dust base,
sand box, Junglegym and slide.

It wes propoced thet some fencing would be necessary.

Propoged Lend Teking 2t Stephens Place.

The Assessed value of this lend is $3200.00. This lend
should be taken by eminent domaln, but 1t was agreed
that no sction shall be teken prior to April 1, 1955.

Pine Street Dump. _

The City owned lend ls valued ot %10,000. The Martin
Moren lend is valued at $150.00, s#nd the Mergaret
Maloney land is velued at $500.00. The Mayor has in-
dieceted that there is & possibility of Industriel Growth
in this =2rea. The suggestlon hos been made that we con-
sider the use of Scribner's Swamp. This lsnd may not

bhe filled in for 20 yezrs. Auburndale pleyground night
be enlerged by acduiring land near the tennls courts,
Thig ares is too far from the River Streset Section.




5. Construction Program.

It is indicated
that eome compromlse plan will be agreed upon. It was
recommended that bridges be constructed over Cheesecake
Brook.

The Commission voted 6-0 in opuvoeition to this proposed
uge ol Newton Centre playground land for a school site.

The objections expressed 2e follows were tronsmitted to
Mayor Howard Whitmore, Jr. on Jenuary 24, 1955.

1. This ectlon may set & precedent for future demandsg by
the Bchool Department for the use of playgrounds for school
sltes. Cuch sctlon will deplete our avallable playground
gpace far below the minimum requiremesnts for a city the
slze of Newton.

2. Alternate gsltes have not bezn considered.

3. The vroposed locatlion ls hazerdous because of the

brocks (drains) running through the playground =nd because
of the narrow streets edjlacent to the prorvosed site, namely
Pleasant Street z2nd Tyler Terrace.

L, The nupil enrollment zt this nroposed new school must
st111l fece the traffic heozerds of Newton Centre Sdauare in
going to end from school.

5. The Recrention Department should recelve some judgment
in usable funds, should such a bill be nrovosed.




6. The Recreation Commission submits that legislation or
action of this type should be nmutually sgreed upon between
the depsrtments concerned before any till is submitted to
the Generel Court for action.

Meyor Whitmore requests expression of the orinion of the
Recrertion Commission in regerd to finilshing GCountryslde

School Play crea.

This pley erea is part of the school grounds znd as ruch
should be constructed from Bonded Money for School &nd
School yard Constructlon.

The Commiesion recommends that this school yard construction
be completed.

REPORT OF JOINT MEETING

Newton Recrestion Commiession
Newton Park Commlssion

January 17, 1955

Mr. William Hopkins stzted thet the Newton Fark
Commiselion wes a newly created department which had been
functioning only since last summer and would like to have
the benefit of the advice and expsrience of the Recreztion
Commiceion in determining their progrem of orgaenization
and function r8 = Perk Commlsslon.

The members of the Pcrk Commission slreedy have made
on extensive peper study of the Park Land ereas of the
City which sre considered to come under thelr Jurisdiction,
namely, triengles, school lendsceplng end parks.

How should these fancilities be classified =nd what
plen shell be drewn for extending the control of the Park .
Commissicn over those srezs which do not speclfically cone
under the Jjurisdiction of some other department?

Whnt parks do we have and how shall we develop a Park
System?

¥r. Jonnson - We do not have perks which lend them-
selves to veselive recresation. There is considerable land
in Newton elong the Charles Rlver whilch is owned and con-
trolled by the M.D.C. which could be developed. Newton
Plsycround aress sdjlecent to the Charles River sre too
emell to be developed as Perks., There i1s some slight
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pcesibllity ot the Auburndale Playground but even that
. vould reouire teking of more land.

Tdmands Park wes deeded to the City of Newton with /£ . é:
one section designated for Playground end one section /ECG“
designated for Perk. There has Deen mutusl cooperation ¢ ¢<fe -
between Forestry Superintendent snd Recrestion Cormigsioner

in gradual restcration of this area.

The Recreation Department 1s spread beyond play-
ground masintenance end program and 1s resvonsible for
naintenence cf school yards and doss not promote pProgram
on certein school yerds during the school yesr.

Tne Forestry Division meinteins 2ll plantings snd
volkways ~rd lawns at 211l of our schools. Mr. Eugene
Prennan cen glve comvlete informatlon on theose areas,

1e years ago, Mr. Johnson incuired of Mr. Josevh
srtlett, Clty Sollicltor, 1if the Recreation Commiesion
had the esuthorlty to act as & Park Commission. This
cuestion was esked because certeln M.D.C. holdings in
Newton were being sold tc privete owners. Mr. Bartlett
ruled that we did not have the authority of a Park
Cormmlssion,

l ' Hammond's Pond.

This ares 1s & Grest Pond oand as such is open to the
use of all. Since thz Irst saie of land in thie area to
Cabot, Csabot &nd Forbes, there is no right of way to the
Pond so any person who used the Pond becasme a trespasser
or. Private Lsnd.

Park Commission hee mep which indicsetes right of vay
slong theé ®dge 0L tne pond near rireplace arees.

What steps should be taken to protect this erea and
vho should take thege steps?

Mr. Jonneon indlecated that H.D.C. had notifled the
Newton Police Devnt. thet protection in the Hammond Pond
Area wee novw g Newton Police Problem.

Cabot, Cebot ond Forbes had purchased leznd in this
rres to bes developed for Commerclsl Purposes. Newton
Board of Aldermen re-zoned this area for Single Resldence
Home Construction.

There 1s 2 bill before the Legiglature to heve this
l 1l=nd returned %o M.D.C.

Whet ie the etatus of M.D.C. l1land on the other side
of Hemmond Parkwey?




There are still 23 scres belonging to M.D.C. Consider-
sble land is owned privetely. The land rescently purchesed
by Temple Mishken Tefilsa frcm M.D.C., may be more than 1s
needed by the Temple and they may sesk to dispose of the
excessc land to the City of Newton. The plans for bullding
construction by the Temple are still not -certein end they
may relocate their dbuildings.

This total area effords opnortunity for Perk Development.

Mr. Williem B. Marculs reised the questlion as to differ-
entintion between Parks and Fleygrounds. Scome oreas ere
nnmed "Parks" end some "Pleyground". The term “Park" does
not necesserily mean that an aresa is specifically Perk. It
may mean "Pleyground."

Mr. Marouls mede the comment that cities comperable 1in
gize to Newton throughout the country s 2 rule have large
City Psrks. -N=wton hes none. The Riverslde Golf Course and
Cold Spring (a portion designated for schools) are the largest
svailnble srers. There is some fringe area elong the Charles
River at Newton Upper Falls and Newton Lower Falls. These
areas may lend themselves to Park developrent.

Mr. Hopkins - "Which aress can be developed as parks?!

¥r. Johneon - 1, Edmands Park asnd it should be con-
trolled through one department.

2. Auburndale Playground, ©Some lsnd
cen be precoverad between the Causewesy ond Forest Grove
Roed. Additicnsl lend can be acculred towerd the Waltham
1in=. The present developnent tends more to pleyground use
end program.

3. Private land bordering on Hemmond
erkwvay es well as M.D.C. Lend.

L, Park lsnd area adjacent to the
Cold Spring Pleyground.

Mr. Hopkins - "Hes & survey been mede and a plan de-
veloped for Park snd/or Recreation Growth in Newton?

Mr. Johnson - The Playground System in HNewton was the
result of careful pleanning ond developnent under the leader-
shir of Mr. Ernst Hermann, our first Playground Commissicner
who retired in 1939. Only a few newerezs have been developed
since that time ond most of them in connection with new
echnol construction. Severel yesrs ago, the Recrestion

Lande to %the Board of Aldermen for study. The Board of
Aldermen indiceted that they could not Justify the sale of
thege lande st this time until we were more certain of the
future growth or the stebilization of growth of the City.

Commission submitted a plan for the ssle of certein Pleyground l




Mr. Conant - "What azre the criteris used when we creste
Perks or develop lands for Park use?!

Mr. Johnson - "A Park System might help to slow veople
down from the med tempo of present day living. Wsltham is
Tortunate in heving Prospect Hill Park. Somstimes psople
have to be educated to use Parks."

Does density of vopulation govern the size snd cless
of Parks?

Faerk development tlee in wlth roadways, highways,
natural resources (beaches #nd lakes) and en expanding
community. The Perk SBystem of Westchester County, New York
is an outgrowth of the Highway eystem in New York City.

. Mr. Marculs -~ "Edmands Park cen be developed with a
drive-around ond a walk network. It need not have play
facllitieg 25 such."

llr. Hopklns - "Would the Recrsatlon Commission parti-
cipete in a survey of Perk ond Park/Pleyground needs for
the City of Newton?"

Two important problems were presented by Mr. Jonnson
relative to the Park end Playground needs of the community.

1. The need for following a definite progrem of ex-
rension cf facllitles to keep pece with a rapidly growving
community. This mesne coordineted nlanning for all
facllities.

2. Mlsuge of Public Property. There is an sttitude
on the part of the public that this 1s ours, therefore we
can do as we please. Your community 1s constantly trying
to-meet the growling needs of the city and its population.
In spite of thls, there 1s mucn vandalism.

Mr. Hovpkine - "Can the Park Commiscion be of help to
the Recrestion Commission, perhans, in the case of M.D.C.
lands?"

ir. Johnson - "A Park Commission with certain well
defined vowers will help to alleviate thz burden on
Recrestion. Perk Plenning must be a coordinsted adjunct
to Recreation o#nd Street Plenning.

(1) Final budget arpropriations se vasged by the Board of
Aldermen were reviewed.

The total budget wos incrensed $11,125.98 over the total
expended in 1954,

The total departmental request was reduced by $16,0731. 40,

Of the incresse of $11,125.98, the following itens were,
in effeect, fixed items over which we could exercise no control.

These flgures wuld indicate that even with more recreational
arees to provide for and with more equipment necessary for nain-
tenance, the msintensnce and service budget has actually been re-
duced by $3,141.10,

The Commisslon generally indicated that we may well have to
request additlonal epproprlation before tne end of the year.

(2) Play aress - Goddard snd Christine Streets.

There have been several teleplhione cells protesting against
the construction of a Tot-Lot Play Area at this locetlion. The
opuosltion has been advised to direct thelr letter of oprosition
to the Commiseloner for consideration and possible action.

The originsl faovorable petitlioners are to be sdvised =g to
the onposition and are to be requested to dlscuss the situstion
vith thls group to see 1f a vorkable program can be agreed uvon.

Pending this meeting, the Recreation Commission will not
move toweird any publie hearing.

Oupr ecoste for suvervision since January 1, 1955 are approx-—
imately 81800 over the expenditures 1in 1954, We are at vresent
