MEETING CALLED TO ORDER BY THE CHAIRMAN FRANCIS RICE:
1. Minutes of the December meeting were accepted.

2. Reports of Maintenance Program, Commissioner's Report of various
meetings attended during the past month were distributed to all
present. Enclosed in the folders are brochures for different
events in the Department and a trip to Italy with Mayor Mann.

RKevin McNamara, Committee for Eliminating the growth of the
"FANWORT" weed at the Auburndale Cove was present to discuss the
problem. He showed the Commission members 2 photo's of the Cove
with the weeds protruding out of the water. It is extremely
dangerous to the ice skaters and also the motors on boats.
Commissioner Bhatti of the M.D.C. will be meeting this Friday at
City Hall in room 202 with abutters, neighbors, Aldermen and
Commissioner Halloran to discuss the problem of the weeds.

3. Budget Report FY 93': Due to budget cuts, last year 13 positions
- were to be eliminated. Through negotiations with the Union, the
Union approved a new Blue Cross/Blue Shield plan for FY92.
Because of the savings through these negotations, the 13
positions were reinstated for FY92.
However, Local 800 Union voted on a new Blue Cross/Blue Shield
plan before July 1st, 1991 and the 13 positions were reinstated.
The Parks and Recreation budget for FY93 $§2,857,786 resulted
in a budget cut of $294,756.
With this year's budget cut, 12 maintenance positions are to be
eliminated, of these 8 are retirements and possibly 4 lay offs.
After much discussion, the Commission members voted unanimously
6-0 to accept the 93' Parks & Recreation Budget.
Mayor Mann will present the budget to the Board of Alderman
sometime in March.
Commissioner Halloran commented that the Department will be
"looking into privatization of rubbish, leaves and ballfields
in the future.
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Fees and Policies for Picnic, Field and Building Permits: The
Commission voted unanimously 6-0 to approve the fees and
policies governing Newton Parks & Recreation's picnic, field and
building permits effective Spring of 1992.

70% Recovery on Fees Dealing with Recreation Programs: In the
future, the Recreation Department will be looking into the
possibility of a 70% recovery fee on the Senior, Special Needs,
and Youth Leagues and various programs.

Skating Update: Ice Skating opened at the Auburndale Cove on
January 18th. Crystal Lake is not open as it has diversified ice
measurements in different locations and also there is still open
water in the middle of the lake.

New Business: No new business.

Minutes of the January meeting were accepted.

Reports of Maintenance Program, Commisisoner's report of wvarious
meetings attended during the past month were distributed to all
present. Enclosed in the folders are Department brochures
including Golf Lessons at Newton North Indoor Complex, Senior
Trip brochure and Newton Pride‘'s 1992 Spring Bulb Catalog.

Newton North Little League Concession Stand which is proposed to
be placed at Albermarle's James E. Murphy Field: Representing the
Newton North Little League were Terry Morris, Edward Boudreau
and League President Tony Colella; Representing Ward 2, were
Aldermen Linda Jordan Kraus and Allan Ciccone. Also present
were three abutters who presented the Commission with a petition
consisting of eighty nine (89) signatures in opposition to the
errection of the proposed concession stand. The Newton North
Little League adopted the James E. Murphy Field in 1989. Since
the adoption they have made over $30,000 in improvements,
inclusive of installing a batting cage, sodding the James E.
Murphy Field twice, placing of the irrigation systen,

and benches, along with currently spending $3,000 a year in
materials to maintain the field with volunteer help.

A request is being made on behalf of the Newton North Little
Little League which is a charter member of Little League Baseball
Incorported, a non—-profit educational corporation, to endorse the
League's petition to install a concession stand at the James E.
Murphy Baseball Field at Albermarle Playground. The stand

would be installed at private expense and subject to receipt of
the necessary permits from the appropriate departments and
agencies. The concession stand would be of modular concrete
design and placed behind the backstop.
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After much discussion the Commission members voted unanimously
(5-0} to endorse the Newton North Little League proposal to
erect a concession stand of modular concrete design at the James
E. Murphy Field with the following stipulations; placement,
aesthetics and the time of operation.

Time of operation was determined to be an opening of 1/2 hour
before the game starts and closing 1/2 hour after completion of
the game from the months of April through August. The stand is to
be used solely by the Newton North Little League.

Aesthetics and placement were to be worked out between the
abutters and Little League personnel.

The Newton North Little League would also have to seek approval
of the Building, Planning, Engineering, Health Departments and
any other appropriate agencies.

4. Update Fanwort Weed at Auburndale Cove: Several meetings have
been held regarding the increased vegitation at Ware's Cove.
An application of a herbicide called "Sonar™ is to
take place this Spring as a pilot project funded by the
Metropolitan District Commission. Follow up meetings are still
being held by the "Save the Cove' group and concerned citizens.
Commissioner Halloran will keep the Commission posted as to the
status of the Cove.

5. St. Mary Carman Society Request: The 1992 St. Mary of Carmen
Society's Carnival request letter was received for the Annual
Fiesta on July 13th, 1992 through July 19, 1992. Last year's
Carnival was extremely successful due to the various
committee meetings that were held between liason Commission
member Anthony Battista and the St. Mary of Carmen
Carnival members.

The vote on the acceptance of this vear's request for the
Carmival will take place at next month's March 16th meeting.

6. Ice Skating at Crystal Lake and Ware's Cove: There were four (4)
days of ice skating at Crystal Lake and twenty two (22) days at
the Auburndale Cove.

7. Elections of Chairman and Vice Chairman will take place at the
March 16th meeting.

Francis Rice was
nominated for Chairman and James Mahoney was nominated for Vice
Chairman. The voting was unanimous 7-8 for both Mr. Francis Rice
as Chairman and Mr. James Mahoney as Vice Chairman. The
Commission members extended their sincere congratulations to
them both.

Reports of program, maintenance, etc. were distributed to all
members present.

Newton North Little League - Status Ceoncession Stand:
Representing the Newton North Little league were Terry Morris,
and League President Tony Colella. Also present

were several abutters.

After much discussion Tony Battista motioned that the petition
for the Newton North Little League concrete concession stand
behind the backstop at the James E. Murphy Field be granted,
subject to the following provisions: subject to the stand being
installed at private expense and subject to necessary permits
from the Health Department and Inspectional Services. Peter
Johnson seconded the motion.

Tony Battista ammended the motion as follows: Little League to
provide planting/screening not on Mrs. Millar's property but
adjacent to sides of building or where reasonable to place.
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The Commission members voted 4-2 for the vlacement of the
Concession Stand behind the backstop at the James E. Murphy
Field subject to the stand being installed at private expense
and subject to necessary permits from the Health Department and
Inspectional Services. Also, the Newton North Little lLeagsue will
provide planting/screening, not on Mrs. Miller's property, but
adjacent to sides of building or where reasonable to place.

Those who voted in favor were Tony Battista, Josephine Pepper,
James Mahoney and Gwen Fineberg. Those opposed were Peter
Johnson and Walter Bernheimer.

St. Mary of Carmen Carnival Request: Representing the St. Mary
of Carmen Society, Nunzio Leone, Chairman, who attended the
meeting to request permission for the 56th Annual St. Mary of
Carmen request to celebrate its fiesta from July 13, 1992
through July 19, 1992.

The members of the Commission voted unanimously 6-9% to permit
the St. Mary of Carmen request to hold the Carnival on the
Hawthorn Playground from July 13, 1992 through July 19, 1992
according to the Rules and Regulations set forth in order to
make this permit valid. Same Rules & Regulations as 1991 as set
forth in June 24, 1991 correspondence from Mr. Halloran to
Nunzie Leone.

Update Fanwort Weeds at Auburndale Cove: Roger Morocco commented
to the Commission that the "Save the Cove" Committee has worked
together with Mayor Mann, Alderman Polly Bryson and

Commissioner Halloran. An application of a herbicide called
"Sonar" will be applied to the Cove, in late May or early June,
as a pilot project funded by the Metropolitan District
Commission. The process will be monitored and followed up

by the MDC.

Budget Update: Lay-offs are not in store for the Parks
and Recreation Department for this upcoming budget year.

Transfer: Dick Ward and Bob Ryan, fence crew, will be
transferred from the Public Works Department to the Parks and
Recreation Department and will be included in the Fiscal 93
budget. This will take place on July 1, 1992 together with the
specific equipment that is used by this crew. The Parks and
Recreation Department maintains 26 miles of fence in the City of
Newton.

Update Program Fees: The Department will see a 78% increase in
recovery through an increase in user fees which include the
following: swimming, tennis and Newton North High School Indoor
Complex.

Aquatic Control Technology's 16 foot boat was
launched on application day from the area just west of the concrete
hut on the Auburndale side of the park. Fencing was supplied by the
Newton Parks & Recreation Department to keep the curious away from
the launch area. Only a few hours was needed Lo apply the Sonar.
Warning signs were posted every 158 feet along all perimeters of the
Cove. The Sonar takes from 38 to 45 days to do its work. The Fanwart
1illies will die and eventually float away, not to return again for
two years. The Department will keep the Commission posted as to the
status of the weeds at the Cove.

Memorial Spaulding Playground: Parents, educators and children at
Memorial Spaulding designed a new playground. The play equipment was
installed on June 13th and dedicated on Wednesday, Junme 17th.
Equipment installed consisted of climbing poles, monkey bars and
tunnels. The wood structure is made of nomn-toxic, non-splintering
Douglas fir, which is 16¢ feet long and handles about 188 children.
The structure design was based on student drawings. The playground
also includes an educational play center designed for handicap use.

Summer pians include tennis, Albermarle Acres, Centre Acres Camps,
Special Needs Camp, Kids Korner Camp Concerts at Jackson Homestead,
Concerts at Newton Centre Green, Summer Leagues, Summer Fantastics,
July 4th Celebration, Crystal Lake and Gath Pool.
