HISTORY 
 
In 1988 the Kids Korner Program opened 
for 15 pre-schoolers at Burr Park for its 
summer day camp program. The program 
is planned for children ages 3.5 to pre-
kindergarten. It was designed to provide 
the child an enjoyable, safe and fun 
experience. Children are encouraged to 
develop a wide variety of skills. Today the 
program has evolved and services 35 
children per week either; half day, full day 
or extended day.

The Kids Korner Staff is comprised of 
professional, men and women, college and 
high school students. Staff is trained in 
American red Cross CPR and Standard 
First Aid.
