The Jackson Family of  Newton
The Jackson family can trace its descent back to 
two brothers who were among the þrst settlers on 
the south side of  the Charles River in Cambridge: 
John, who bought his þrst piece of  land near what 
is now the Brighton line in 1639, and Edward, 
who followed three years later. It is through his 
son Sebas that we can trace those who lived in the 
Homestead.

Edward Jackson
(1602-1681) 
Edward Jackson was born in the East 
End of  London. Like his father before 
him, he was a nail-maker. In 1646 he 
purchased a 500-acre farm which cov-

ered much of  what is today Newton 
Corner and Newtonville. On this land 
he built a saltbox house in about 1670.
This was the þrst of  many transactions 
that would, in time, make him the larg-
est land owner in Newton.

He quickly became involved in the civil 
and religious life of  both colony and 
town. For nearly two decades, Edward 
served as Deputy to the General Court 
where he served on various commit-
tees, many of  them charged with sur-
veying and laying out new settlements.

Dear Friends, 
I hope you had a relaxing and enjoy-
able summer.  Here at the Museum, 
history stands still for no one and we 
were busy. In the late spring we had a 
very successful house tour and preview 
party. We had great weather and posi-
tive feedback from the participants. 

At our annual meeting, former provost 
of Tufts University, Sol Gittleman, en-
tertained us with baseball history—his 
talk was infectious to even non-sports 
fans. This was followed the next day 
by the opening of our new exhibition: 
Peeking into Newton’s Toy Chest. This exhi-
bition displays objects from our exten-
sive toy collection within the context of 
social history.  It includes examples of 
historic toys, and their modern coun-
terparts for kids to play with including 
a toy train that chugs around the top of 
the gallery.

Our summer program of walking tours 
has been extremely popular with more 
than 50 people on each tour. Our book 
club got launched with approximately 
30 participants avidly reading Ladies of 
Liberty by Cokie Roberts.

Meanwhile, we are moving forward 
with our plan to address some of the 
crucial physical needs of the Jackson 
Homestead.  In July the Aldermen ap-
proved our application for CPA funds 
to develop plans and speciþcations 
to address the needs of our Archives.  
As more collection material has been 
amassed over time, we have run out of 
space and documents are literally piled 
to the ceiling.  The Archives are housed 
in the 1670s wing of the original Jack-
son Homestead with temperatures that 
ÿuctuate widely. This grant of $37,500 
will allow us to hire an architect with 
the expertise in collection storage and 

historic preservation to develop plans 
to expand the space and improve col-
lection conservation through climate 
control and þre suppression measures. 
Once the planning phase is done, we 
will be going back to the CPA for 
funding to implement this project.

This project is part of our strategic 
plan to make improvements to the 
Jackson Homestead and to restore and 
endow the Durant-Kenrick house and 
lands.  Behind-the-scenes work on a 
capital campaign to achieve these goals 
is currently underway. We have formed 
a campaign committee, hired a cam-
paign consultant and expanded our 
development staff. We are planning a 
series of events and house parties that 
will introduce our aims to a wide range 
of people throughout the Newton 
community.  If you would like to get 
involved, please let us know—we need 
all the help we can get.

The year 2009 will be one of celebra-
tion of the bicentennial of the con-
struction of the Jackson Homestead.  
We are planning a series of events 
including an exhibition on the history 
of the house and its occupants, a lec-
ture series focusing on issues around 
slavery and abolition, and a summer 
birthday party. In the meantime, please 
come by to learn about the history of 
toys, join us for a walking tour or the 
book club or bring the young people in 
your family to any of the early release 
program offerings. We look forward to 
seeing you.

NEW! THE NEWtON 
PRESERVAtION AWARDS
The City of Newton is fortunate in having 
a wide range of styles featured among its 
private, public, and commercial buildings. 
The distinctive architecture represented in 
Newton’s buildings give the city a strong 
sense of being rooted in the past as it em-
braces the future. At the Newton History 
Museum,  we see Newton’s built environ-
ment as the material basis for the interpre-
tation of history.

We are happy to announce that we will 
be celebrating the architectural diversity 
of Newton by presenting the First An-
nual Newton Preservation Awards. These 
awards will recognize projects that high-
light the preservation of Newton’s historic 
buildings and landscapes in a variety of 
ways, promote historic preservation and 
awareness of Newton’s historic fabric, and 
help to build connections among those 
dedicated to Newton’s historic 
preservation. 

Examples of project may include the 
restoration of historic homes or buildings; 
restoration of an historic landscape; preser-
vation of historic materials and documents; 
educational programs that help to educate 
about Newton’s architectural treasures; 
and individuals or organizations who have 
taken a lead in the preservation of 
historic properties.

All projects must be located in Newton, 
have been completed between September 
1, 2005 to September 1, 2008, and demon-
strate a commitment to historic preserva-
tion and/or restoration.

All nominations are due October 1, 2008. 
Award submissions will be judged by a 
qualiþed jury that includes experts in the 
þelds of architecture, preservation issues, 
and building design. Award recipients will 
be recognized at a special ceremony to take
place this fall.

When, in about 1654, the dozen or so 
families living south of  the Charles 
River, tired of  the long journey to the 
Cambridge meeting house, started hold-
ing their own services, they likely met 
in the new mansion that Edward had 
built near what is today the Brighton 
line. This marked the beginning of  the 
movement for separation of  Newton 
from Cambridge, in which Edward later 
played a leading role. He died before 
the town achieved complete political 
independence.

Edward was married twice: to Frances, 
who apparently died shortly after they 
arrived in New England, and to the wid-
ow Elizabeth Oliver, who is said to have 
been present at every local birth for þfty 
years, earning herself  the title “Mother 
of  the Village.”

Edward gave much of  his property to 
his children during his lifetime. Among 
these gifts, which were conþrmed in his 
will, was one of  a house and 150 acres 
of  land to his son Sebas.

Sebas Jackson 
(1642-1690) 
Sebas was Edward’s last son with Fran-
ces. He is said to have been born on the 
journey out, hence his name, a corrup-
tion of  “Seaborn.” 

He did his share of  town duties, serving 
as hogreeve (a civil ofþcer charged with 
the duty of  impounding hogs running 
at large), as constable, and as surveyor 
of  highways. Although his father left 
him a substantial library, it seems that 
Sebas was unable to sign his name.

In 1671, Sebas married Sarah Baker of  
Roxbury. It was probably then that they 
moved into the house that Edward had 
built for him. When Sebas died, his son 

Edward, the only child who was of  age, 
received 60 acres on the western side of  
the farm where he built his house, while 
Sarah remained in the Homestead with 
the þve minor children.

Joseph Jackson 
(1690-1768)
Joseph was born a few months 
before Sebas died. For seventeen years, 
he lived in the house with his mother 
and his siblings who were as yet unmar-
ried. After he came of  age, his father’s 
estate was divided among the children, 
their mother having agreed to give up 
her right to the property in exchange for 
þnancial support.

Joseph took the Homestead, married 
Patience Hyde and became a clothier. 
For many years, however, much of  his 
time was spent representing himself, 
his mother, and his sisters in litigation 
with his brother Edward concerning the 
estate of  a brother Jonathan, who had 
failed to return from a logging expedi-
tion in the Gulf  of  Mexico.

The bitterness stemming from this 
contest had hardly subsided when, in 
1726, Sarah’s death led to renewed legal 
battles over her estate. By the time all 
was settled, Joseph was so familiar with 
the law and courts that he was able to 
represent the town in its suit against 
Cambridge over support for the Great 
Bridge over the Charles River. Apart 
from this, he was only moderately in-
volved in town affairs. The farm seems 
to have been well run, and he was fa-
mous locally for the honey he presented 
to his friends and to the minister John 
Cotton.

Lieutenant Timothy Jackson 
(1726-1774)
Lieutenant Timothy, the elder son of  
Joseph, received the house in 1750 and 

lived there with his wife Sarah (Smith) 
from the time of  their marriage in 1752. 
Joseph and Patience lived in the western 
half  of  the house until his death, after 
which Patience lived there alone.

Timothy fought in the French and 
Indian war during which he rose to the 
rank of  Lieutenant. He also held various 
mid-level town ofþces. His grandson, 
Francis, described him as “not a man of  
much energy or decision of  character.”

Under the terms of  Joseph’s will and 
the subsequent agreement made by the 
heirs, Timothy became responsible for 
all of  Joseph’s debts. He agreed to make 
cash payments to his mother and sisters, 
in return for which he would receive all 
the real estate when his mother died. 
She outlived him by a year, and he never 
brought his þnancial affairs under con-
trol. He died intestate in 1774.

Major Timothy Jackson 
(1756-1814) 
A year after Lieutenant Timothy died, 
Sarah and her daughters were left to 
care for the farm while young Timothy 
left to þght in the War of  the Revolu-
tion. Timothy was at Lexington in April, 
1775. Having been away for þve years, 
unlike many others, he returned “un-
broken in constitution and character,” 
and was warmly received by his fam-
ily before promptly leaving for Rhode 
Island.

When Timothy came home for good 
in 1780, his fatherõs estate was þnally 
settled. Timothy received two-thirds of  
the homestead and all the real estate, 
after agreeing to assume all the remain-
ing debts and support his sisters. He 
worked on the farm for the next eight 
years or so, and also taught at the local 
school. 

It was his appointment as deputy sheriff  
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When Thelma Fleishman died in April, 
the City of  Newton and the Newton 
Historical Society lost a great friend. 

Thelma was born in Bloemfontein, 
South Africa, and came to Newton 
with her husband and children in 1964. 
In making Newton her home, she 
became Newton’s historian. She was a 
scholar, a mentor, and a no-nonsense 
writer. Her friendship was unwavering 
and we miss her good counsel.

Thelma graduated from Rhodes 
University and served as a radar 
technician in the Special Signal Corps 
during World War II. After the war, she 
began to take an active role in South 
African politics, opposing the policy of  
apartheid. She became a member of  
the Black Sash, a women’s organization 
dedicated to speaking out against the 
erosion of  human rights for black 
Africans and, for a time, was secretary 
of  the Johannesburg branch of  the 
Liberal Party, which advocated racial 
equality.

In Newton, Thelma became immersed 
in the civic life of  the community. 
Exploring new interests, she became a 
member of  the Charles River Watershed 
Association (CWRA), the Newton 
Conservators, and the Newton His-
torical Society. For CWRA, she wrote 
Charles River Dams (1978), the þrst of  a 
number of  publications that she would 
write about water, land use, and local 
history. Over the next twenty years, 
Thelma also served on the Newton 
Conservation Commission, the New-
ton Historic District Study Committee 
and the Newton Historical Commis-
sion. Because of  her interest in historic 
preservation, she was instrumental in 
establishing the þrst Historic District in 
Newton at Newton Upper Falls. 

In the 1980s and ‘90s, Thelma also 
volunteered in the Newton History 
Museum Archives, assisting researchers, 
cataloging collections, and contributing 
to exhibition research. In all, she wrote 
nine books, including Agudas Achim 
Anshei Sfard: The Adams Street Synagogue 
(1986), Looking at Newton (1988), and 
Where Newton Began, A Guide to the 
East Parish Burying Ground (2004). 
Her passionate interest in the city’s 
historic burying grounds laid the 
foundation for the restoration projects 
currently underway in the East Parish 
Burying Ground on Centre Street, the 
West Parish on River Street, and the 
South Burying Ground on Winchester 
Street.  

Where Newton Began, A Guide to the East 
Parish Burying Ground tells the story of  
Newton’s founding families, including 
the Jacksons, the Wards, the Parkers, the  
Woodwards, and others who settled this 
area and inÿuenced the early 
community. 

In a similar fashion, Thelma’s last 
manuscript, The History of  the Newton 
Cemetery tells of  the establishment of  
Newton’s “Garden Cemetery” and the 
people who transformed Newton into 
“the Garden City” in the nineteenth 
century. Friends and colleagues have 
formed a committee to prepare The His-
tory of  the Newton Cemetery for 
publication and to honor Thelma for 
her contributions to civil society.

A brainstorm in a 
snowstorm…
In the early 1970s, Thema and Jean Husher 
(a future chair of  the Newton Historical 
Commission) were scheduled to go to a 
conference at the Northeast Document 
Conservation Center in Andover. On the 
day of  the event, there was a snow storm 
accompanied by dire predictions from the 
weather forecasters. Thelma, who had little 
experience with snow, called Jean and asked 
if  she thought they should cancel their trip. 
“No” said Jean, “the only way to get any-
thing done in New England is just to 
go and do it.” 

When Thelma and Jean arrived in Andover, 
they found that the conference had indeed 
been canceled, but they made good use of  
the time. During that trip, they laid out a 
plan for establishing an Historic District in 
Upper Falls that they subsequently took to 
Mayor Mann for approval. It took time to 
put the project together, but the Historic 
District, born in a snow storm, became real-
ity in 1986. Jean and Thelma knew how to 
get things done!

In Memoriam: Thelma Fleishman  (1922-2008)

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of  Middlesex County in 1791 that put 
him on the road to þnancial stability. 
By 1802, he, with others, started a soap 
and candle factory in Boston. This suc-
cessful venture put the family þnances 
on a þrm footing for years to come.

Timothy became more and more 
involved in public affairs. He was ap-
pointed Brigade Major in the Middle-
sex Brigade in 1793, became a justice 
of  the peace shortly thereafter, and 
served as state representative from 
1797 until shortly before his death. 
Locally, he served as a member of  the 
school committee, and acted as mod-
erator at town meetings.

He generated profound respect and 
affection in both his colleagues and his 
children. Numerous accounts of  his 
children’s devotion to him survive. He 
left no will but, having given generous-
ly to each son during his lifetime, he let 
it be known that his estate was to be 
equally divided among them and that 
their mother was to be looked after.

William Jackson (1783-1855)
William was educated at the local 
school, where Timothy taught, and 
also at Dr. Stearn’s Academy on Galen 
Street. 

When he was þfteen, he received a leg 
injury which kept him bed-ridden for 
many months. Fortunately, the þrst 
library in Newton had just opened and 
his reading during that time taught 
him more, he said, than he would have 
learned at school. 

At age seventeen, he moved to 
Boston, where he worked at the soap 
and candle factory in which his father 
had an interest; in due course, he 
became foreman and eventually the 
owner.

During William’s years in Boston, he 
married twice, þrst to Hannah Wood-
ward of  Newton and, after her death 
in 1812, to Mary Bennett of  Lunen-
burg. He made and lost fortunes, rep-
resented Boston in the General Court, 
and became involved in the Massachu-
setts Mechanics Charitable Associa-
tion, which was organized to promote 
mechanical arts and provide charitable 
assistance to mechanical artisans. 

Feeling that his public duties were 
impinging on his private life, 
William decided to retire to Newton 
and become a farmer. Before long, he 
was more involved in affairs outside his 
home than ever.

In 1825 he was named Chairman of  
the Board of  Selectmen. One of  the 
board’s duties was the licensing of  
“purveyors of  ardent liquors,” which 
he refused to do unless the laws were 
more strictly enforced. Due mainly 
to his inÿuence, Newton remained 
dry that year. The insight that William 
gained during at that time into the 
world of  drink so horriþed him that he 
became a prime mover in the creation 
of  the Newton Temperance Society 
the following year. 

In 1832-33, William represented 
Newton in the General Count of  Mas-
sachusetts. He became active in the 
anti-Masonic movement and as a result 
he was elected to the United States 
Congress in 1832. The anti-Masonic 
movement fell apart within a few years, 
but most of  its supporters became 
afþliated with the anti-slavery Liberty 
Party. Thus began William’s association 
with the abolitionists.

Another offshoot of  the temper-
ance movement in Newton was the 
incorporation of  the Newton Savings 

Bank, which was founded to encourage 
saving money rather than spending it 
on liquor. Willam was president of  the 
Newton (later National) Bank from its 
founding in 1848 until his death. 

William was, for most of  his life, a 
deeply religious man, and the Sabbath 
was strictly observed at the Home-
stead. Active in the Sabbath Schools, 
Deacon of  the First Church, and, later, 
of  the Eliot Church, he was gratiþed 
to have his children received in the 
church and found great satisfaction in 
the Great Awakening religious revival 
of  the 1830s and 1840s. 

After a year of  meetings devoted to 
temperance-related subjects, interest 
began to wane and the Newton Tem-
perance Society became a 
lyceum, at which all manners of  top-
ics were discussed. There, almost 
by accident, William found himself  
giving a talk on railroads. This became 
his lifelong interest and he was later 
associated with no fewer than seven 
railroad companies. It was due largely 
to his inÿuence that regular passenger 
service between Boston and Newton 
was introduced in 1844, and he was 
among the þrst to anticipate the effect 
of  transportation on land values and 
real estate development in Newton.

All of  these activities and more þlled 
William’s time, and within a few years 
of  moving the candle factory to New-
ton, he was forced to hand over the 
management to his son Timothy and 
his nephew, Otis Trowbridge. 

Mary Bennett, 1792-1867              
The daughter of  David and Sarah 
Bennett of  Lunenberg, Mary went as a 
young girl to live with the Jacksons as a 
companion to the ailing Hannah. After 
Hannah’s death, when William gave 
up his home, Mary took charge of  the
