RESPONSIBILITIES DURING SNOW SEASON

The Contractor shall only do this wien
she/he has been given permission by the Public Warlbepartment (when the ground is deemed frozen
and minimal damage shall occur to the field).

RESPONSIBILITIES TO RECEIVE PAYMENT

5.8.1 In order to execute a contract, a requirenteptocess payment for a snow plow operation, theti@ctor must
submit all completed forms and insurance certifisab the City or Newton, Purchasing Department.

5.8.2  The City will not pay for any site which hast been authorized by the appropriate City Offci@hd signed off
as complete by the City’s Snow Inspector for eathe.

5.8.3  Retainage in the amount of 5% will be heldkfaom the amounts approved for payment. The magge will be
paid by May 15 each year provided all contractaguirements have been met.

5.8.4  Of the cash guarantee, 50% will be payabla danuary 31, in the event that at least a comfssabount of
payment has not been paid by that date.

5.8.5 The cash guarantee does not represent amount to baid in addition to the payment for services actuay
rendered. The Cash guarantee paid will be deducted froymeats due for snowplow sites. The cash guaramtebe
reduced by any amount due to the Contractor’sraila plow as required and failure to repair athdages.

5.8.6  The Commissioner of Public Works, will basgmants first on snowfall as measured by the officported
measurement of a commissioned weather serviceysdiesen by the Commissioner of Public Works. mdkent that
such a measurement is not available for the storgquéstion, a measurement in the vicinity of Cigllivill be taken by
the Commissioner of Public Works or his designest#sed for invoicing purposes.

RESPONSIBILITIES FOR DAMAGES

5.9.1 The Contractor is liable for all damages,udaoilg damages to turf, shrubbery, trees, fencestauadtures, which
s/he caused while snow plowing under this Contrdéte Contractor must repair all damages, arraogespairs, or make
appropriate payment for damages for which s/hialidd as determined by the Commissioner of PublazRd. The
Contractor must take action no later than May hegaar, for all damages covered by claims filedobefore April 1
each year, and within 30 days of notification fthickaims filed after April 1 of any given year.
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5.9.2 Damages to items which cause a safety hazastihhave temporary repairs made immediately anchgeent
repairs within 48 hours of notification.

5.9.3  After the completion of each repair, the Cactior shall have the property owner sign a propantyer release
for damages. The Contractor shall submit this sdes liability to the Public Works Office or shadlequate proof,
acceptable to the City that said damages have lepaired.

RIGHTS OF THE CITY

6.1 Snow Plowing of the sites is agreed to be ingmro the public safety. In the event of breacRofitract, the
City reserves the right to immediately terminate @ontract in whole or in part. Whenever practitta, City shall give
notice of such termination in writing. Breach ofr@@ct may result in substantial penalties, fodetof performance
bonds, limitation of routes in future Contractsdefault proceedings.

6.2 The Contract may be terminated upon recommemdatithe Commissioner of Public Works when heisr h
authorized representative has determined that éimér&ctor has:

6.2.1 Abandoned the work to be performed underGhistract

6.2.2  Assigned this Contract to another without Ciipsent.

6.2.3  Unnecessarily or unreasonably delayed anlyeofbrk to be performed under this Contract.
6.2.4  Failed to furnish enough properly skilled waga or enough equipment to perform the work.
6.2.5 Disregarded the instructions of the Commissiam his authorized representative.

6.2.6  Failed to perform properly on any route aguaeined by the City Chaser or other performance
measures.

6.2.7  Otherwise been guilty of any substantial tiotaof any provision of the Contract.

6.3 All services provided under this Contract ardarrthe direction and supervision of the Commissiaf Public
Works and his authorized representatives. The @otar shall only be paid for services authorizedhgyCommissioner
and performed to the satisfaction of the Commigssion

6.4 In the event the equipment being used by thdr@cor fails at any time to meet the approvakhef t
Commissioner of Public Works, the Commissioner héllze the right to order such equipment off the jiiee Contractor
shall be responsible for furnishing an appropriafgacement within a 60 minute time period.

6.5 Should the Commissioner notify the Contractat #tny Contractor's employee is in any way a detnitio the
satisfactory performance of these services, sugiiame shall be ordered off the job at once ancetfeer shall not be
allowed to engage in any part of snow removal dpmrs. The Contractor must replace that employanddiately.

6.6 At any time during the term of the Contract, @@mmissioner or his authorized representativehaille the right
to inspect the equipment of the Contractor.
